Questions & Answers MSc in Management & Corporate Governance

1. If I complete the Postgraduate Diploma at this time, can I return to the course at a later date to complete the final part/year and achieve the MSc?

Yes as long as this course still exists.  After about 5 years yes we would be concerned about the currency of your knowledge.

2. Semester/Module breakdown – for the Grad ICSA and the Postgraduate Diploma, what modules must be taken in total, how long does it take to complete (dates)?

The semester 1 and 2 timetables comprise the PGD.  All modules must be taken for Grad ICSA.  If you do not wish Grad ICSA you can be given exemption of you have other equivalent Master’s modules.

Four semesters (2 years) is the duration.

3. In semester 1, how long does semester 1 last (dates) 2007/08?

12 weeks from 26 September 2007/08 excluding induction week beginning 19 September.

4. How many modules must be taken in total, what modules are mandatory and what modules are optional?

10 in total.  Maximum for part-time is 50% of the full-time diet.  Thus 3 from 6 in Semester 1.  All are mandatory.  Note that Financial Accounting and Company Law are required for Semester 2 modules, thus the advice is to take these modules in the first semester of the first year to maximise choice for Semester 2.

5. In Semester 2 2007/08 how long does Semester 2 last (dates), how many modules must be taken in total, what modules are mandatory and what modules are optional?

12 weeks from 28 January.  Again you choose two from four, all compulsory.

6. The residential course in September, what are the details of this course, what will take place, costs and how relevant is it to the course?

Residential is part of Organisation Behaviour and Management and for part-time students can be taken in either year.  You as a part-time student may ask for exemption if you have had a similar experience.  Details will be sent out in August to allow you to make this choice.

Past experience is that Organisation Behaviour and Management is taken in the second year, thus the residential is delayed.

Cost is £250.  This year (2007/08) the location was Annalong in Co Down. 

Very relevant as there is group work in the course.  You learn how to work in groups.  You also get some theory and experience that feeds directly in Organisation Behaviour and Management.  Part of the assignment in Organisation Behaviour and Management is a reflection on the group assignment that requires a theoretical knowledge and experiential base derived in part from the residential.

7. Fees, what are the fees for the course, and how are they payable?

Fees are roughly £2200, in 2007/08 for the PGD excluding the residential.  You pay them as you take the modules i.e. £554 per semester.  MSc year costs £1100.

8. Will a reading list/recommended text book list be released before the course begins?

If you are joining the course I can arrange for a Course Handbook that contains the relevant information to be sent out to you.
