The MSc Sport Management is taught at the University’s
Jordanstown campus located approximately 6 miles from
the city of Belfast. This campus boasts state of the art sports
facilities including a new £13m sports centre and is home to
the Ulster Sports Academy and the Sports Institute, Northern
Ireland (SINI).

The University of Ulster is a four campus institution located in
Northern Ireland, a region of the UK joined geographically with
the Republic of Ireland and which lies to the west of the rest of
the UK. It is the birthplace of author CS Lewis, musician Van
Morrison, poet Seamus Heaney and footballer George Best.
The Titanic was also built in and launched from the docks at
Belfast.

Northern Ireland is relatively small geographically, but it enjoys a variety of stunning
scenery and cultural attractions. There are sites of outstanding natural beauty and
special scientific interest in the region, as well as the Giant’s Causeway ‘World Heritage

Site’ on the north coast.

The region benefits from an excellent infrastructure with good transport links nationally
and internationally including bus, rail and ferry links as well as two international airports.

Students should apply for the course prior to June of their intended year of study. Places
will be allocated on a first come, first served basis. Students should apply directly to the
University using the online application form available via the website at www.ulster.ac.uk.
